Subsequent reports on the
issue by the Director-General serve to discredit
and dismiss the pseudo scientific foundations of
racism.

1990: The World Conference on Education
for All, in Jomtien, Thailand, launches a glob-
al movement to provide basic education for all
children, youths and adults. Held ten years later
in Dakar, Senegal, the World Education Forum
commits governments to achieving basic educa-
tion for all by 2015.

1992: Creation of the Memory of the World pro-
gram to protect irreplaceable library treasures
and archive collections. It now includes sound,
film and television archives.

1998: The Universal Declaration on the Human
Genome and Human Rights, developed and adopt-
ed by UNESCO in 1997, is endorsed by the UN.
2001: UNESCO Universal Declaration on Cultural
Diversity is adopted by the General Conference.
2009: Irina Bokova is elected UNESCO Director-
General.

You are holding a very significant pub-
lication, which contains information
about the UNESCO Associated schools of
the Russian Federation.

The idea of teaching staff involvement
in UNESCO activities was put into prac-
tice in 1953 as a part of “UNESCO Asso-
ciated schools” project. Institutions con-
stituting the system have set themselves
a task of educating the youth in tradi-
tions of tolerance and understanding of
international agenda through education-
al techniques aimed at active participa-
tion of students themselves. At the initial
stage 33 schools from 15 states joined
the project, now it includes about 7,500
educational institutions in more than 170
countries, the number of schools — proj-
ect participants is constantly growing.

The Russian ASP net was formed a little
later, in 1957, nevertheless, that did not
prevent it from blending in the project
and actively implementing the enormous
potential in education quality enhancing
within the work on UNESCO priorities.

Performing one of the main tasks — pro-
viding quality education, Russian schools

are characterized by a high level of edu-
cational process organization, the intro-
duction of innovative approaches into
teaching, harmonization of the student-
teacher relationship, as well as student
engagement in research work.

The project currently covers the entire
country, from Petrozavodsk and Kalinin-
grad in the west to Yakutia in the east,
from Murmansk in the north to Dagestan
in the south. For optimization and effec-
tive coordination of the project work,
nine regional centers formed on a geo-
graphical basis were created in our coun-
try: “Moscow”, “Center”, “Baltic-North”,
“South-Caucasus”, “Volga”, “Bashkorto-
stan”, “Ural”, “Sakha-Baikal” and “Sibe-
ria-Altai”.

In Russia, we have a smoothly running
system of the ASP net, according to which
each school operates on an international
level, within regional projects and proj-
ects on the basis of an educational insti-
tution. At regional meetings, participants
analyze the results of project activities
and contribute UNESCO specifics to edu-
cational curricula. Annually the National
Council on the project “UNESCO Associ-

and mechanisms of cooperation with
Russian UNESCO Chairs are discussed;
annual reports on the activities of region-
al schools and future plans are presented.

Project activities are conducted in col-
laboration with the international proj-
ect coordinator Livia Saldari, the Com-
mission of the Russian Federation for
UNESCO, Ministry of Education and Sci-
ence of the Russian Federation, UNESCO
Moscow Office, in cooperation with local
authorities, non-governmental agencies
and business entities.

UNESCO Associated schools fulfill the
function of school adaption to the needs
of the global information society, intro-
duce innovative culture and best practic-
es of ICT use in the learning process. At
the International Conference “ICTs and
the quality of education: UNESCO Asso-
ciated Schools on the way towards the
school of the future” (April 2011, Kazan)
it was decided to develop and implement
“Smart School of the Future” pilot proj-
ect, which is aimed at creating a common
information — educational and cultural
space in the UNESCO ASP net.

One of the first initiatives under the
project was organizing free courses in
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elementary computer literacy for Russian
ASP net students, developed by CISCO
and the UNESCO Institute for Informa-
tion Technologies in Education. Accord-
ing to the program plan free training
courses are scheduled for 150 teachers
from 75 UNESCO Associated schools,
then this course is to be integrated into
school curriculum as an additional (or
elective) UNESCO course.

As a part of the international drawing,
writing, photography contests, themat-
ic concerts, exhibitions, summer camps
students learn to take responsibility for
our common home - the Earth, to share
ideas and propose solutions of certain
problems. All this contributes to upbring-
ing of a person with an active citizenship
views — a man of universe. Operating
with the terms “sustainable develop-
ment”, “gender equality”, “education for
all”, “world heritage” and others, intro-
ducing UNESCO categories into the lan-
guage, children form a global mind-
set, broaden horizons and the scope of
their future professional and personal
interests.

An established tradition of UNESCO

Organization. Participation in interna-
tional fora, as well as joint activities
introduces students and teachers of the
UNESCO Associated Schools into the
sphere of the world interests in culture,
education and science, and gives them
insight in the global problems of ecolo-
gy, socio-economic development, conser-
vation of World Heritage sites and oth-
er topical issues of contemporary society.

However, each region, as well as each
school inevitably brings in its own spe-
cific character, originality and fresh
ideas into the process of implementing
the project. Thus, “Baltic-North” region
focuses on education for sustainable
development as a UNESCO priority area.
Various activities are carried out in coop-
eration with the environmental research
centers, water utilities and universities
of the region: social projects, “Arithmetic
of Light Bulb” and “Arithmetic of Water”,
a mini-project “Monitoring of the chemi-
cal composition of the Neva River water”,
etc.

The same line of UNESCO environmen-
tal safety — the approach based on the
balance between environmental conser-
vation and sustainable development of

the ecosystem, is successfully implement-
ed by the UNESCO Associated Schools
in “Siberia-Altai” region actively partici-
pating in the annual International Eco-
logical Action “To Save and Preserve”.
The campaign embraces more than 30
major events and competitions at region-
al, national and international levels. The
2011 year event was devoted to forests
whose extinction rates remain alarming-
ly high.

The main UNESCO ASP net activity in
“the Volga” region is, by all means, the
study and preservation of the World Cul-
tural and Natural Heritage. Among the
best recognized practices of the region
helping to attract public attention to nat-
ural and cultural diversity conservation
problem are: the annual charity event
“Island-Town Sviyazhsk: Our Heritage —
In Our Hands!” organized by the Facul-
ty of Professional Education at the Uni-
versity of Management “TISBI” (Kazan);
creating and testing a series of environ-
mental tasks collections for all major
school subjects -’Environmental drop-
lets”, developed by Samara State Region-
al University (Nayanova University) and
introduced in 15 regions of Russia; a reg-
ular campaign for springs restoration,

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creation and landscaping of an artificial
lake site by Secondary Karaduvan School
of the Republic of Tatarstan. Such activi-
ties provide everyone with the opportuni-
ty both to participate in the preservation
of world heritage sites and to learn think-
ing globally.

The schools of “Moscow” region, which
is one of the leading centers of interna-
tional cooperation due to its openness
and the inclusion of a variety of natu-
ral and cultural diversity projects, have
succeeded in this direction. Undoubted-
ly, a pioneering and worth mentioning
project of the region is a distance olym-
piad “Great Rivers of the World”, bring-
ing together students from all over Russia
UNESCO Associated Schools with a view
to the formation of youth environmental
outlook. The annual youth festival “Dru-
zhbovidenie” is aimed at promoting dia-
logue and mutual enrichment between
representatives of different cultures.

Essential results in the preservation
and promotion of intangible cultural her-
itage of indigenous peoples of the world
were achieved by associated schools in
“Sakha-Baikal” region, having a wide net-
work of international educational part-
nership institutions in Belgium, France,
the USA, China, and organizing annu-
al cultural and language training intern-
ships, camps, and creative schools for
students and teachers. The Yakut heroic
epos “Olonkho” is one of the “Masterpiec-
es of the Oral and Intangible Heritage of
the Humanity”, recognized by UNESCO
and covering folklore, oral traditions,
languages, spectacles, rituals and fes-
tive events, skills and customs, tradition-
al crafts. In respect to these masterpieces
we should also mention the Bashkir epic
“Ural warrior” — the subject of numerous
activities by the Committee of the Repub-
lic of Bashkortostan for UNESCO.

The associated schools of “Ural” region
have proposed original methods of com-
bining the study of tangible and intangi-
ble cultural heritage of other nations. In
the framework of the International mul-
timedia project “Chattanooga (USA) -
Nizhny Tagil - sister cities” (Secondary
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school N2 5, Nizhny Tagil) the partici-
pants exchange books in Russian and
English languages, souvenirs, hand-
made objects, postcards and also take
part in international distance chess tour-
nament among students of Nizhny Tagil
and Chattanooga. As a part of long-term
project “Sketches”, operating since 1994,
Yekaterinburg Gymnasium N2 8 organiz-
es thematic children art exhibitions both
in Russia and abroad based on the study
of natural and cultural features of select-
ed countries.

As demonstrated, participation in
UNESCO programs contributes to the
mutual enrichment of cultures, enables
the use of best practices for the protection
and preservation of tangible and intangi-
ble cultural heritage. UNESCO Associat-
ed Schools are carrying out activities to
develop the creative potential of students
at the international level. A vivid exam-
ple of such an initiative is an internation-
al festival movement “Star youth of the
planet”, co-organized by Interschool Aes-
thetic Center (Krasnodar, region “South-
Caucasus”) in order to identify and sup-
port young talents from Russia and
Europe.

UNESCO Associated Schools of Rus-
sia implement innovative projects within
promoting a culture of peace and nonvio-
lence through activities related to human
rights, democracy, reconciliation and dia-
logue involving all political, social part-
ners and young people in particular. Thus,
the Gymnasium N2 177 in St. Petersburg
(“Baltic-North” region) created a series
of distance games on Human Rights, “Me
and my rights” (puzzles for the elemen-
tary school, Internet tasks for primary
schools, online debates on legal issues for
high school). Podvyazanovsk Secondary
school in “Centre” region organizes annual
training “Peacemaking: uniting efforts” on
the basis of “Birch Grove” children educa-
tional centre where students get acquaint-
ed with the principles of tolerance, law,
peacekeeping, meet with government offi-
cials and the public , discuss the problems
of youth, conduct round tables, debates,
peacekeeping actions during winter vaca-

One of the most
effective projects in this direction are
remote olympiad “The UN and us” and
International Youth UN’s Model, car-
ried out by UNESCO Associated Schools
of “Moscow” region, a series of lyceum
radio broadcasts dedicated to UNESCO
international dates, initiated by Nizhny
Novgorod Gymnasium N2 80 (“the Vol-
ga” region), Samara UN’s Model (school
Ne 11, “the Volga” region), the interna-
tional intellectual games “What? Where?
When?” on UNESCO topics (“Centre”
region) and “Brain — Ring” (The Republic
of Bashkortostan).

The results of the UNESCO Associated
Schools of the Republic of Bashkortostan
are noteworthy. Progressive organization-

al form of “school-university” interaction
is the innovative project, “Fifth Quarter”
implemented by the Bashkir Institute of
Social Technologies. During holidays the
leading professors of the institute deliv-
er lectures for students of Ufa UNESCO
Associated Schools in the framework of
various UNESCO project activity: “World
heritage”, “The interaction of cultures in
conditions of multi-language habitat”,
“International youth leaders”, etc.

By all means, the implementation of
such initiatives as the annual outreach
session “Youth of Bashkortostan explor-
ing UNESCO World Heritage”, represent-
ing study tours of the Republic associat-
ed schools students around Europe with
a visit to the Commissions of the Europe-
an countries for UNESCO, promotes dia-
logue and further cooperation of schools
throughout the world.

So, this issue is a kind of gallery of
best practices and innovations applica-
ble within the project “UNESCO Associ-
ated Schools” in Russia, and is a means
of expanding educational and friendship
contacts among schools.

I hope that the shared experience
will inspire your creativity and inter-
est in cooperation under joint UNESCO
projects.
